Dell provides many plugins to various 3rd party consoles such as Nagios Core, Nagios XI, HP Operations Manager i, IBM Tivoli Network Manager, Microsoft System Center suit of products for effective management of Dell devices in the respective native console. This ensures that the user gets the most value out of the Dell infrastructure using the same native console approach.

The traditional approach for creating a plugin always starts from scratch such as building communication module, business logic module, user interface module and native console data translation module. In most of the plugin the native console data translation module varies, but all other modules remains more or less same. As a result, every plugin maintains their own set of libraries which adds no uniformity in implementation across plugins. Indirectly this increases the overhead sustaining cost of the plugin.
