Brief Overview of the modules:
Digitization
Digitization is an application within Confirmations which provides user interface to capture the values from fax-based trade documents into the system, and for reconciliation of the trade values against document values. I am responsible for end-to-end development and maintenance of the application. I am the individual contributor for the app and also manage a team of 2 contract employees who look into the support related activities about the app.

Components:
1. Trade Digitizer Batch job – It is a continuously running job to capture recently booked trades in front office into OTC database tables.


2. User-Interface – Designed a number of screens to display the different queues and trade details using GWT(Google-web toolkit) framework. The trade flow begins with Outgoing & incoming data capture which is followed by two levels of user review. Reconciliation is the final step in Digitization.


3. Spreadsheet utility – Provided a utility to the users to download/update the trade details using MS-Excel spreadsheet.


4. Oracle Migration – Worked on code changes on Java for uptaking changes for migration from Sybase database to Oracle database.


5. OCR uptake – Currently working to automate the data capturing of fax-based documents using optical character recognition (using third-party tool ABBYY RS). ABBYY tool extracts the text from the document and relevant fields are retrieved using Regular Expressions.


6. Reports – Have created a number of Shell scripts to retrieve daily and monthly reports.

X-Stream is an Exception Management System. I have created a tool to provide integration with X-Stream by sending message to X-Stream queues in case of entry or exit of the trade in an Exception workflow. The communication is done via XML. JAX-WS & JAXB is actively used in this module.
