· Open ESB to be used as the ESB solution for the Middleware.

· Middleware application should be 100% J2EE compliant.

· All the current messages of the Bridger XG web service(s) should be considered.

· Centralised notification systems to be built in the Middleware which will prevent direct  polling of the centralised web service (in case of positive matches).
