1. Everest – 
It is a set of tools that brings in business intelligence at GALE. My work here involved architecting designing and developing backend solution. Recently I have worked on building systems for versions management, record ordering, writing high performance REST APIs and Single sign-on integration with Okta that uses SAML2 to perform single sign on.

2. Electronic Setup Forms –
This project was intended for A Major Banking client in North America. They wanted their business account holders to setup their services with the bank effectively. For this Gale built a  forms application that can collect all the data for a very complicated set of rules and UI. We XML schema was defined for the integration with the Livelink system already built for the internal sales team.

3. Python based automation of Consoles for Server Provisioning in Dell Servers – 
Dell exposes services from an inbuilt Linux based embedded system called iDrac. These services are used by Consoles to build UI based one to many server provisioning client facing interfaces. The problem was each of the tools used the services differently making it hard to detect what problems may arise. With each build for iDrac it became increasingly difficult to find bugs.
I wrote python scripts to automate the services that can be run in any order that is defined by any individual Console.

Gale does a lot of CMS based projects for various clients. I have had an opportunity to work + Lead teams which brings a  Banking customer the power of CMS to publish their sites. Build various apphooks and plugins along with using elasticsearch to show data without impacting performance.
